
 

 

 Eligibility: Alaska Chapter 99s and 
Mat-Su Valley Chapter 99s 
scholarships are open to female 
Alaska residents over 16 years of 
age. 

 Applicants for the Private Pilot 
must have already soloed. 

 

 
 The scholarship winner must agree 

to complete the goal for which the 
scholarship will be used within 18 
calendar months of award.  The 
Scholarship monies will be sent to 
the recipient’s flight school or 
instructor.  If for some reason the 
Scholarship monies are not used, 
they will be returned to the 
awarding 99s chapter. 

 The scholarship winner will also be 
required either to attend a 99’s 
meeting to report on the progress 
toward her goal, or to submit a 
written report if unable to attend. 

 
 

 

 Scholarships will be announced at 
the April Alaska Chapter 99’s 
meeting; meetings are always the 
second Wednesday of the month.
